Registration:

We will not reserve a place for your child by phone; you must submit the forms in order to hold a class
time. You will not receive written notice that your child has been registered. If you want to confirm that

Please be aware that the class time selection listed on the form is dependent on the adult/young adult
volunteers who come forward to fill the roles of catechist, aide and various other responsibilities. We still
need volunteers, so if you or someone you know would be interested in teaching, please contact us.

Sacraments: Please complete the Sacramental Registration form if you have a child in 2" or 9™ grade. If
you have a child in grades 3-9 that did not receive the Sacraments of Reconciliation or Eucharist, return the
completed form and contact Jody at 715-341-6700 x 107 for more information.

Confirmation: This is a three year program at St. Brons. Students begin in 7" grade and complete the
program in gth grade. Students must complete all three years of formation in order to be confirmed in 9t
grade. If your teen is in 8™ or o™ grade and has not been in our program, you will need to contact Julie at
715-341-6706 for more information.
